 Requirements For Baptism 

1. Child needs to wear white robe (before or after baptism) 

2. A large white baptismal candle (2” or 3” x 8” pillar candle) 

3. White Towel 

4. Two Godparents who are practicing their Catholic faith 

5. Elect a reader (See below reading from Galatians 3:23-29) 

Reading from the letter of St. Paul to the Galatians;  
father, Give me Your blessing. 

Brothers and sisters, 

Before the coming of this faith, we were held in custody under the law, 

locked up until the faith that was to come would be revealed. So the law 

was our guardian until Christ came that we might be justified by faith.  

Now that this faith has come, we are no longer under a guardian. So in 

Christ Jesus you are all children of God through faith, for all of you who 

were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.  

There is neither Jew nor Gentile, neither slave nor free, nor is there male 

and female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus. If you belong to 

Christ, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise. 

 

6. Parents must prepare a prayer of thanksgiving to God. 

Sample prayer: 

Lord God, our Father, we glorify and praise Your name with Your son 

Jesus Christ, and Your Holy Spirit.  

We thank you for making us your children and for the gift of our child  

(child’s name), and we ask You to watch over him/her, to fill him/her 

with Your Holy Spirit and to walk with him/her the path of life.  

Bless our family and all our friends who came to rejoice with us in this
